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New Rick Steves’ Europe Season Released

The highly-anticipated seventh season of Rick Steves on public television will air on stations nationwide beginning in September, 2004.

Rick and his crew recently shot 13 new half-hour episodes in Europe for his award-winning public television series. These fresh, informative shows will be the by-products of Rick’s latest work on his guidebooks and tours. Many destinations are entirely new (such as North Ireland, Poland, and Salamanca) and others are revisits to blockbuster cities that deserve another look (like Paris, London and Madrid).

“With new episodes taking us from the salt mines of Poland to Orange parades in Belfast to sherry-soaked street parties of Sevilla, we once again immerse ourselves in the fascinating cultures of Europe,” said Rick Steves. “On the French Riviera when a bottle of wine is popped, people reflexively cheer ‘joli brut’ (nice noise). In Belgium, a friend admits she likes America: ‘It makes me feel so thin.’ And deep in Lisbon's salty sailors' quarter, we sway to Fado music with the neighborhood gang in a back street pub.”

These episodes include three filmed in Spain (Madrid, Sevilla and Andalusia, and Toledo and Salamanca), four in France (Paris, Provence, the French Riviera, and Normandy), one in Belgium (Bruges and Brussels), one in Poland (Krawkow, Auschwitz and Warsaw), one in Hungary (Budapest), one in Portugal (Lisbon and the Algarve), and two in Britain (London and Northern Ireland).

The Rick Steves' Europe film crew is a small one — just three members: Rick, producer Simon Griffith, and one of three different cameramen. Steve Cammarano does the editing back home. Oregon Public Broadcasting presents the series to the public television network, which — given the fact that they recently awarded Rick their MVP award for TV production — will enthusiastically offer the series to the 300-plus stations in the system.
